
Alfie’s
story
When Alfie was growing up he was a
sports mad little boy, who played
with Spurs under-9’s.  Then his life
was turned upside down when he
was knocked off his bike, in a road
traffic accident.  He was rushed to
Guy’s Hospital where he remained in
a coma for 72 hours.  Alfie’s family
were told that if he pulled through
he would be unable to do anything
and that they should prepare
themselves for the worst.

After three months in intensive care, Alfie was awake but he couldn’t walk,
talk, or feed himself.  Alfie was referred to The Children’s Trust for intensive
rehabilitation.

Once he was at the Trust, Alfie’s family began to feel more hopeful.  Alfie
was assessed by The Children’s Trust team of therapists and given his own
therapy and nursing programme.  He began to make improvements almost
immediately.  He was soon eating normally again.  In one of his sessions,
the therapist began to count “one…” and Alfie chipped in with “two, three,
four…”.  Not only had he learnt to talk again but he could sing too!  Alfie
had regained his speech and his memory.

Physiotherapy helped Alfie begin to walk.  After four weeks, he had begun
to move his legs and was using the parallel bars.  He was determined to
play football again one day. 

Alfie has now left the Trust to live at home with his family.  Recently, Alfie
took part in the Special Olympics and won a gold medal in the 400m relay.
Alfie also completed the Flora London Marathon 2008 in under 5 hours.
